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Section 10 - Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899
- Regulates work in navigable waters of the U.S.

Section 103 - Marine Protection Research Sanctuaries Act
- Regulates transportation of dredged material ocean disposal.

Section 404 - Clean Water Act of 1972

- Regulates dredged & fill material discharges in waters of the U.S.

- Includes ANY temporary or permanent fill as well as certain 
excavation/demolition activities

- Waters of U.S. = all navigable waters and all others

PERMIT AUTHORITIES

Section 404 of the Clean Water Act

Issue permits for the discharge of dredged or fill material 

into all waters of the U.S. including navigable waters as 

well as their tributaries and adjacent wetlands.

Ordinary high water line in other waterways.
